Section 21-19-13, that allows the Public 
Works Department to enter the drainage retention facility and remove certain trees and 
debris conditioned upon the adjacent property owners executing rights-of-entry to the 
City; and that all other requirements to allow the City to perform work on private 
property be met before the work is done.
